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Appendix 1

Treaty of Friendship, Cooperation and
Peace between the Republic of India
and the People’s Republic of Bangladesh

Inspired by common ideals of peace, secularism, democracy, socialism
and nationalism, Having struggled together for the realisation of these ideals
and cemented ties of friendship through blood and sacrifices which led to
the triumphant emergence of a free, sovereign and independent Bangladesh.

Determined to maintain fraternal and good neighbourly relations and
transform their border into a border of eternal peace and friendship.

Adhering firmly to the basic tenets of non-alignment, peaceful
co-existence, mutual cooperation, non-interference in internal affairs and
respect for territorial integrity and sovereignty.

Determined to safeguard peace, stability and security and to promote
progress of their respective countries through all possible avenues of mutual
cooperation.

Determined further to expand and strengthen the existing relations of
friendship between them.

Convinced that the further development of friendship and cooperation
meets the national interests of both States as well as the interests of lasting
peace in Asia and the world.

Resolved to contribute to strengthening world peace and security and to
make efforts to bring about a relaxation of international tension and the final
elimination of vestiges of colonialism, racialism and imperialism.

Convinced that in the present-day world international problems can be
solved only through cooperation and not through conflict or confrontation.

Reaffirming their determination to follow the aims and principles of the
United Nations Charter.

The People’s Republic of Bangladesh, on the one hand, and the Republic
of India, on the other, have decided to conclude the present Treaty.
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Article 1

The High Contracting Parties, inspired by the ideals for which their respective
peoples struggled and made sacrifices together, solemnly declare that there
shall be lasting peace and friendship between their two countries and their
peoples. Each side shall respect the independence, sovereignty and territorial
integrity of the other and refrain from interfering in the internal affairs of
the other side.

The High Contracting Parties shall further develop and strengthen the
relations of friendship, good-neighbourliness and all-round cooperation ex-
isting between them, on the basis of the above-mentioned principles as well
as the principles of equality and mutual benefit.

Article 2

Being guided by their devotion to the principle of equality of all peoples and
States irrespective of race or creed, the High Contracting Parties condemn
colonialism and racialism in all forms and manifestations and are determined
to strive for their final and complete elimination.

The High Contracting Parties shall cooperate with other States in achieving
these aims and support the just aspirations of peoples in their struggle against
colonialism and racial discrimination and for their national liberation.

Article 3

The High Contracting Parties reaffirm their faith in the policy of non-alignment
and peaceful co-existence as important factors for easing tension in the
world, maintaining international peace and security, and strengthening
national sovereignty and independence.

Article 4

The High Contracting Parties shall maintain regular contacts with each
other on major international problems affecting the interests of both States,
through meetings and exchanges of views at all levels.

Article 5

The High Contracting Parties shall continue to strengthen and widen their
mutually advantageous and all-round cooperation in the economic, scientific
and technical fields. The two countries shall develop mutual cooperation in
the fields of trade, transport. and communications between them on the
basis of the principles of equality, mutual benefit and the most favoured
nation principle.
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Article 6

The High Contracting Parties further agree to make joint studies and take
joint action in the fields of flood control, river basin development and the
development of hydro-electric power and irrigation.

Article 7

The High Contracting Parties shall promote relations in the fields of art,
literature, education, culture, sports and health.

Article 8

In accordance with the ties of friendship existing between the two
countries each of the High Contracting Parties solemnly declares that it
shall not enter into or participate in any military alliance directed against
the other Party.

Each of the High Contracting Parties shall refrain from any aggression
against the other Party and shall not allow the use of its territory for
committing any act that may cause military damage to or constjtute a
threat to the security of the other High Contracting Party.

Article 9

Each of the High Contracting Parties shall refrain from giving any
assistance to any third party taking part in an armed conflict against the
other Party. In case either Party is attacked or threatened with attack, the
High Contracting Parties shall immediately enter into mutual consultations
in order to take appropriate effective measures to eliminate the threat and
thus ensure the peace and security of their countries.

Article 10

Each of the High Contracting Parties solemnly declares that it shall riot
undertake any commitment, secret or open, toward one or more states
which may be incompatible with the present Treaty.

Article 11

The present Treaty is signed for a term of Twenty-five years and shall be
subject to renewal by mutual agreement of the High Contracting Parties.
The Treaty shall come into force with immediate effect from the date

of its signature.
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Article 12

Any differences in interpreting any article or articles of the present Treaty
that may arise between the High Contracting Parties shall be settled on a
bilateral basis by peaceful means in a spirit of mutual respect and

understanding.

Text of the Bangladesh-India-Pakistan
Agreement Signed in New Delhi
on April 9, 1974

On July 2, 1972, the President of Pakistan and the Prime Minister of
India signed an historic agreement at Simla under which they
resolved that “the two countries put an end to the conflict and
confrontation ‘that have hitherto marred their relations and work for
the promotion of a friendly and harmonious relationship and the
establishment of durable peace in the sub-continent.” The Agreement
also provided for the settlement of “their differences by peaceful means
through bilateral negotiations or by any other peaczful means mutually
agreed upon.
Bangladesh welcomed the Simla Agreement. The Prime Minister of
Bangladesh strongly supported its objective of reconciliation, good
neighbourliness and establishment of durable peace in the sub-continent.
The humanitarian problems arising in the wake of the tragic events of
1971 constituted a major obstacle in the way of reconciliation and
normalisation among the countries of the sub-continent. In the absence
of recognition, it was not possible to have tripartite talks to settle the
humanitarian problems as Bangladesh could not participate in such a
meeting except on the basis of sovereign equality.
. On April 17, 1973, India and Bangladesh took a major step forward to
break the deadlock on the humanitarian issues by setting aside the political
problems of recognition. In a Declaration issued on that date they said
that they “are resolved to continue their efforts to reduce tension,
promote friendly and harmonious relationship in the sub-continent and
work together towards the establishment of a durable peace. “ Inspired
by this vision and “in the larger interests of reconciliation, peace and
stability in the sub-continent” they jointly proposed that the problems
of the detained and stranded persons should be resolved on humanisation

the Prime Minister of Bangladesh and appealed to the people of
Bangladesh to forgive and forget the mistakes of the past in order to
promote reconciliation. Similarly, the Prime Minister of Bangladesh
had declared with regard to the atrocities and destruction committed in
Bangladesh in 1971 that he wanted the people to forget the past and to
make a fresh start, stating that the people of Bangladesh knew how to
forgive. : -

In the light of the foregoing, and in particular, having regard to the
appeal of the Prime Minister of Pakistan to the people of Bangladesh to
forgive and forget the mistakes of the past, the Foreign Minister of
Bangladesh stated that the Government of Bangladesh had decided not
to proceed with the trials as an act of clemency. It was agreed that the
195 prisoners of war may be repatriated to Pakistan along with the
other prisoners of war now in the process of repatriation under the
Delhi Agreement.

The Minister expressed their conviction that the above agreements
provide a firm basis for the resolution of the humanitarian problems
arising out of the conflict of 1971. They reaffirmed the vital stake the
seven hundred million people of the three countries have in peace and
progress and reiterated the resolve of their Governments to work for
the promotion of normalisation of relations and the establishment of
durable peace in the sub-continent.

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Appendix 3
Act No. XXW OF 1974

An Act to provide for the declaration of the territorial waters and maritime

zone: '

WHEREAS clause (2) of Article 143 of the Constitution provides that
Parliament may, from time to time, by law provide for the determination of
the territorial waters and the continental shelf of Bangladesh;

AND WHEREAS it is necessary to provide for the declaration of the
territorial waters, continental shelf and other maritime zones and for matter
ancillary thereto,

It is hereby enacted as follows:

1. Shorttitle—---This Act may be called the Territorial Waters and Maritime
Zones Act, 1974.

2. Definitions-In this Act, unless there is anything repugnant to the subject
or context:

a. “conservation zone” means a conservation zone established under
section 6;

b. “contiguous zone” means the zone of the high seas declared by
section 4 to be the contiguous zone of Bangladesh;

c. “continental shelf” means the continental shelf’ of Bangladesh
referred to in section 76;

d. “economic zone” means the zone of the high seas declared under
section § to be the economic zone of Bangladesh;,

e. “territorial waters” means the limits of sea declared under section
3 to be the territorial waters of Bangladesh.

3. Territorial waters--(1) The Government may, by notification in the
official Gazette, declare the limits of the sea beyond the land territory
and internal waters of Bangladesh which shall be the territorial waters
of Bangladesh specifying the notification the baseline-

a. from which such limits shall be measured; and
b. the waters on the land territory side of which shall form part of
the internal waters of Bangladesh
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(2) Where a single island, rock or a composite group thereof
constituting the part of the territory of Bangladesh is situated
seawards from the main coast or baseline, territorial waters
shall extend to the limits declared by notification under
subsection
(1) Measured from the low waterline along the coast of such
island, rock or composite group.
(3) The Sovereignty of the Republic extends to the territorial waters
as well as to the air space over and the bed and subsoil of],
such waters,
(4) No foreign ship shall, unless it enjoys the right of innocent
passage, pass through the territorial water
(5) Foreign ship having the right of innocent passage throughout
the territorial waters shall, while exercising such right, observe
the law and rules in foresee in Bangladesh.
(6) The Government may, by notification in the official Gazette,
suspend, in the specified areas of the territorial waters, the
innocent passage of any ship if it is of opinion that such
suspension is necessary for the security of the Republic.
(7) No foreign warship shall pass through the territorial waters
except with the previous permission of the Government.
(8) The Government may take such steps as may be necessary:
a. to prevent the passage through the territorial waters of
any, foreign ship having no right of innocent passage;

b. to prevent and punish the contravention of any law or
rule in force in Bangladesh by any foreign ship exercising
the right of innocent passage;

c. to prevent the passage of any foreign warship without
previous permission of Government; and v

d. to prevent and punish any activity which is prejudicial to
the security or interest of the Republic. -
Explanation-In this section “warship” includes any surface
or sub-surface vessel or craft which is or may be used
for the purpose of naval warfare.

4. Contiguous zone.

(1) The zone of the high seas contiguous to the territorial waters and
extending seawards to a line six nautical miles measured from the
outer limits of the territorial waters is hereby declared to be the
contiguous zone of Bangladesh.
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(2) The Government may exercisesuch powersand. take suchmeasures
in or in respect of the contiguous zone as it may consider necessary
to prevent and punish the contravention of, and attemptto contravene,
any law or regulation in force in Bangladesh relating to
a. the security of the Republic;

b. the immigration and sanitation; and
¢. customs and other fiscal matters.
5. Economic zone

(1) The Government may by notification in the official Gazette, declare
any zone of the high seas adjacent to the territorial waters to be the
economic zone of Bangladesh specifying therein the limits of such
zZone. '

(2) All natural resource within the economic zone, both living and

' non-living, on or under the seabed and subsoil or on the water
surface or within the water column shall vest exclusively in the
Republic.

(3) Nothing in sub-section (2) shall be deemed to affect fishing within
the economic zone by a citizen of Bangladesh who uses for the

- purpose vessels -which are not *mechanically propelled.
6. Conservation zone

The Government may, witha view to themaintenance of the productivity

of the living resources of the sea, by notification in the official Gazette,

establish conservation zone in such areas of the sea adjacent to the
territorial waters as may be specified in the notification and may take
such conservation measures in any zone so established as it may deem
appropriate for the purpose including measures to protect the living
resources of the sea from indiscriminate exploitation, depletion or
destruction.

7. Continental shelf. (1) The continental shelf of Bangladesh comprises:

a. the seabed and subsoil of the submarine areas adjacent to the coast
of Bangladesh but beyond the limits of the territorial waters up to
the outer limits of the continental margin bordering on the ocean
basin or abyssal floor; and '

b. the seabed and subsoil of the analogous submarine areas adjacent
to the coasts of any island, rock or any composite group thereof
constituting part of the territory of Bangladesh.

(2) Subjecttosub-section(1)the Governmentmay, by notification
in the official Gazette, specify the limits thereof.

(3) No person shall, except under and in accordance with the
terms of, a licence or permission granted by Government
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explore or exploit any resources of the continental shelf or
carry out any search or excavation or conduct any research
within the limits of the continental shelf. Provided that no
such licence or permission shall be necessary for fishing by a
citizen of Bangladesh who uses for the purpose vessels which
are not mechanically propelled.

Explanation-Resources of the continental shelf include mineral
and other non-living resources together with living organisms
belonging to sedentary species, that is to say, organisms which
at the harvestable stage either are immobile or under the seabed
or are unable to move except in constant physical contact
with the seabed or the subsoil.

(4) The Government may construct, maintain or operate within

the continental shelf instaliations and other devices necessary
for the exploration and exploitation of its resources.

8. Control of pollution. The Government may with a view to preventing
and controlling marine pollution and preserving the quality and ecological
balance in the marine environment in the high seas adjacent to the
territorial waters, take such measures as it may deem appropriate for
the purpose.

9. Power to make rules
(1) The Government may make rules for carrying out the purposes of

this Act.
(2) Inparticular and without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing
power, such rules may provide:

a.

for the regulation of the conduct of any person in or, upon the
territorial waters, contiguous zone, economic zone,
conservation zone and continental shelf,

for measures to protect use and exploit the resources of the
economic zone;

for conservation measures to protect the living resources on
the sea;

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11. Baikari Khal. In the Baikari Khal, the boundary should be demarcated
on the agreed basis and principles, namely, that the ground shall prevail, -
i.e. as per the agreement reached between the Directors of the Land
Records and Surveys of West Bengal and erstwhile East Pakistan in
1949. The boundary will be a fixed boundary.

12. Enclaves. The Indian enclaves in Bangladesh and the Bangladesh
enclaves in India should be exchanged expeditiously, excepting the
enclaves mentioned in paragraph 14 without claim to compensation for
the additional area going to Bangladesh.

13. Hilli. The area will be demarcated in accordance with Radcliffe Award
and the line drawn by him on the map.

14. Berubari. India will retain the southern half of South Berubari Union
No. 12 and the adjacent enclaves, measuring an area of 2.64 square
miles approximately, and in exchange Bangladesh will retain the
Dahagram and Angarpota enclaves. India will lease in perpetuity to
Bangladesh an area of 178 metres X85 metres near ‘Tin Bigha’ to
connect Dahagram with Panbari Mouza (PS Patgram) of Bangladesh.

15. Lathitilla-Dumabari. From point Y (the last demarcated boundary pillar
position), the boundary shall run southwards along the Patheria Hills
RF boundary up to the point where it meets the western boundary of
Dumabari Mouza. Thence, along the same Mouza boundary up to the
tri-junction of Mouzas Dumabari, Lathitilla and Bara Putnigaon through
the junction of the two Mouzas Dumabari and Lathitilla. From this
point it shall run along the shortest distance to meet the mid-stream of
Putni Chara. Thence it shall run generally southwards along the mid-
stream of the course of Putni Chara at the time of demarcation, till it
meets the boundary between Sylhet (Bangladesh) and Tripura (India).

Article 2

The Governments of Bangladesh and India agree that territories in adverse
possession in areas already demarcated in respect of which boundary strip
maps are already prepared, shall be exchanged within six months of the
signing of the boundary strip maps by the plenipotentiaries. They may sign
the relevant maps as early as possible and in any case not later than the 31st
December, 1974. Early measures may be taken to print maps in respect of
other areas where demarcation has already taken place. These should be
printed by 31st May, 1975 and signed by the plenipotentiaries thereafter in
order that the exchange of adversely held possessions in these areas may
take place by the 31st December, 1975. In sectors still to be demarcated
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transfer of territorial jurisdiction may take place within six months of the
signature by plenipotentiaries on the concerned boundary strip maps.

Article 3

The Governments of Bangladesh and India agree that when areas are
transferred, the people in these areas shall be Given the right of staying on
where they are, as nationals of the State to which the areas are transferred.
Pending demarcation of the boundary and exchange of territory by mutual
agreement, there should be no disturbance of the status quo and peaceful
conditions shall be maintained in the border regions. Necessary instructions
in this regard shall be issued to the local authorities on the border by the
two countries.

Article 4

' The Governments of Bangladesh and India agree that any dispute concerning
the interpretation or implementation of this Agreement shall be settled
peacefully through mutual consultations.

Article 5

This Agreement shall be subject to ratification by the Governments of
Bangladesh and India and Instruments of Ratification shall be exchanged as
early as possible. The Agreement shall take effect from the date of the
exchange of the Instruments of Ratification.

BEING desirous of sharing by mutual agreement the waters of the
international rivers flowing through the territories of the two countries and
of making the optimum utilisation of the water resources of their region by
joint efforts,

RECOGNISING that the need, of making an interim arrangement for
sharing of the Ganges Waters at Farakka ina spirit of mutual accommodation
and the need for a solution of the long-term problem of augmenting the
flows of the Ganges are in the mutual interests of the peoples of the two
counties,

BEING desirous of finding a fair solution of the question before them,
without affecting the rights and entitlements of either country other than

those covered by this Agreement, or establishing any general principles of

Have Agreed as Follpws

A. Arrangements Jor sharing of the waters of the Ganges at Farakka
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Article |

The quantum of waters agreed to be released by India to Bangladesh will be
at Farakka.

Article 2

() The sharing between Bangladesh and India of the Ganges waters at
Farakka from the Ist January to the 31st May every year will be with
reference to the quantum shown in column 2 of the Schedule annexed
hereto which is based on 75 per cent availability calculated from the recorded
flows of the Ganges at Farakka from 1948 to 1973.
(ii) India shall release to Bangladesh waters by 10-day periods in quantum

shown in column 4 of the Schedule:

Provided that if the actual availability at Farakka of the Ganges waters

during a 10-day period is higher or lower than the quantum shown in

column 2 of the Schedule it shall be shared in the proportion applicable

to the period;

Provided further that if during a particular 10-day period, the Ganges

flows at Farakka come down to such a level that the share of Bangladesh

is lower than 80 per cent of the value shown in column 4, the release of

waters to Bangladesh during that 10-day period shall not fall below 80

per cent of the value shown in column 4.

Article 3

The waters released to Bangladesh at Farakka under Article I shall not be
reduced below Farakka except for reasonable uses of waters, not exceeding
200 cusecs, by India between Farakka and the point on the Ganges where
both its banks are in Bangladesh.

Article 4 ; .

A Committee consisting of the representatives nominated by the two
Governments (hereinafter called the Joint Committee) shall be constituted.
The Joint Committee shall set up suitable teams at Farakka and Hardinge
Bridge to observe and record at Farakka the daily flows below Farakka
Barrage and in the Feeder Canal, as well as at Hardinge Bridge.

Article §

The Joint Committee shall decide its own procedure and method of
functioning.

Article 6

The Joint Committee shall submit to the two Governments all data collected
by it and shall also submit a yearly report to both the Governments.

Article 7

The Joint Committee shall be responsible for implementing the arrangements
contained in this part of the Agreement and examining any difficulty arising
out of the implementation of the above arrangements and of the operation
of Farakka Barrage. Any difference or dispute arising in this regard, if not
resolved by the Joint Committee, shall be referred to a panel of an equal
number of Bangladeshi and Indian experts nominated by the two
Governments. If the difference or dispute still remains unresolved, it shall
be referred to the two Governments which shall meet urgently at the
appropriate level to resolve it by mutual discussion and failing that by such
other arrangements as they may mutually agree upon.

B. Long-Term Arrangements
Article 8

The two Governments recognise the need to cooperate with each other in
finding a solution to the long-term problem of augmenting the flows of the
Ganges during the dry season.

Article 9

The Indo-Bangladesh Joint Rivers Commission established by the two
‘Governments in 1972 shall carry out investigation and study of schemes
relating to the augmentation of the dry season flows the Ganges, proposed
or to be proposed by either Government with a view to finding a solution
which is economical and feasible. It shall submit its recommendations to
the two Governments within a period of three years.

Article 10

The two Governments shall consider and agree upon a scheme or schemes,
taking into account the recommendations of the Joint Rivers Commission,
and take necessary measures to implement it or them as speedily as possible.

Article 11

Any difficulty, difference or dispute arising from or with regard to this part
of the Agreement, if not resolved by the Joint Rivers Commission, shall be

referred to the two Governments which shall meet urgently at the appropriate
level to resolve it by mutual discussion.

C. Review and Duration
Article 12

The provisions of this Agreement will be implemented by both parties in
good faith. During the period for which the Agreement continues to be in
force in accordance with Article XV of the Agreement, the quantum of
waters agreed to be released to Bangladesh at Farakka in accordance with
this Agreement shall not be reduced.

Article 13

The Agreement will be reviewed by the two Governments at the expiry of
three years from the date of coming into force of this Agreement. Further
reviews shall take place six months before the expiry of this Agreement or
as maybe agreed upon between the two Governments.

Article 14

The review or reviews referred to in Article XIII shall entail consideration
of the working, impact, implementation and progress of the arrangements
contained in parts A and B of this Agreement.

Article 15

This Agreement shall enter into force upon signature and shall remain in
force for a period of 5 years from the date of its coming into force. It may
be extended further for a specified period by mutual agreement in the light
of the review or reviews referred to in Article XIII.

Article I1, until such time as mutually agreed flows are decided upon.
