Key Activities : 1973-74

During the period under report all the disciplines in the three
faculties of the University made satisfactory progress in research activities
and in the induction and training of research-minded scholars. The
°xpenditure on research rise to about Rs. 13.5 lakhs from that.of
Rs. 11.6 lakhs Jast year. A new feature was that most of the research
Projects reflected the collaborative efforts between various agencies of
Government and industry. Mention may be made of a few of the
Projects which reflect the spirit of collaboration :—

Development of mini-computer and Time Averaging computer,
Hilium-Neon Lasin, Adaptive control system for aircraft, Rendering
technical guidance for commercial production of Bulgur Wheat in
West Bengal now being used for feeding 2.5 lakhs of school-going
children in the state; Techni-economic survey for an itegrated develop-
ment of the District of Purulia. Studies on Fuel Cells, Ion-exchange
membrane for separation processes, separation of non-processes and
rare-earth metals by liquid-liquid extraction; Development of Electronic
Chopper Control using Thyristors, analog model of the power system
for the underground railway in Calcutta; Studies on synthetic Organic-
Chemistry and reaction mechanism, Photo-chemistry, Electrochemistry
of solution and reaction Kinetics, Time Dependent Thermal Layer
Theory; Evaluation of curricular Materials in New Mathematics.

The U.G.C. selected Jadavpur as one of 12 Universities in the
country for the introduction of the continuous Evaluation system........

Of the seminars and symposia held by or in collaboration with the
different Departments of the University, mention may be made of the
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All Tndia Convention of Environmental Education and the Conference
on Population Crisis organised by the Department of Civil Engineering
and the Seminar on English Literature and Renaissance organised by
the department of English and attended by participants from many

other Universities.

Dr. Arabinda Nath Bose, Vice-Chancellor attended the 11th
Commonwealth Conference of the Association of Commonwealth
Universities held in Edinburgh from 11th to 18th August, 1973.

Dr. Amitabha Bhattacharyya was elected Chairman of the Instityte
of Engineers (India) Bengal Centre on 27-1-74.

The department of Mathematics was the venue of the 39¢h
Annual Conference of Indian Mathematical Society held from 28th to
30th December, 1973. This was the first of its kind to be held in Wegt
Bengal. On this occasion several eminent mathematicians 1jke
Professor K. G. Ramanathan of Tata Institute of Fundamental
Research, Professor J. N. Kapur, Vice-Chancellor of Meerut University
Professor S. Abhyankar of Purdue Universtity (U.S.A) delivereci
lectures at this Conference. There were a large number of delegates
from different parts of India as from local colleges and Universitiés.

CONDOLENCE

(i) The Jadavpur University mourned the death of Professor
Satyendranath Bose, the eminent Scientist and National Professor who
passed away on Monday, the 4th February, 1974.

Professor Bose was closely associated with the National Council
of Education, Bengal and he was of the first Members of the University.
In recognition of his outstanding contribution to the cause of Science,
the University conferred upon him the degree of Doctor of Science
(Honoris Causa) in 1958.

Professor Bose was not only a Scientist of international repute, he
was himself an institution—a constant source of inspiration. He was
a great humanitarian and idealist who upheld the cause of Science
education in vernacular.

(i) The members of the Jadavpur University mourned the death
of Professor P. K. Guha, formerly Dean of the Faculty of Arts and
Head of the Department of English who passed away on Sunday, the
3rd February 1974. Professor Guha was loved, admired and respected
by the staff and students and was held in very high esteem for his
profound scholarship and rare devotion to research and training.
Professor Guha was associated with this University as Professor
Emeritus till the time of his death and retained his interest in the
well-being of the University.

(iii) The University mourned the death of SriJnan Ayan Dutt
who breathed his last on Monday, the 4th February, 1974 at New Delhi.

Sri Dutt graduated in Chemical Engineering from this Institution
in 1950. He served as Alma Mater as a Research Scholar and
Lecturer for sometime. He was a man of amiable disposition and was
loved by the students and Colleagues alike. He worked as Chief
Engineer in Kerbs & Cie (India) for a long time. Till his death Sri Dutt
was attached with Engineers India as Project Manager.

(iv) The Jadavpur University mourned the sad demise of Professor
Dr. Satish Chandra Bhattacharyya on the 27th February, 1974 who
was Professor and Head of the Department of Mechanical Engineering
as well as Dean, Faculty of Engineering and Technology till he retired
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from service, and Professor Emeritus of the University till the time of
his death.

The University recalled in gratitude the long and intimate associa-
tion of Professor Bhattacharyya with the National Council of Education,
Bengal and also this University for about four decades. Professor
Bhattacharyya was honoured with the degree of Doctorate of Engineering
b.y this University. He was 3 member of the University and for some-
time he exercised the powers of the Chancellor. Professor Dr.
Bhattacharya was loved admired and respected by the staff and students
and w'as held in very high esteem for his profound scholarship and rare
devotion to teaching and research. The death of Prof, Bhattacharyya
has been a great loss in the field of Engineering and
general, and our University in Particular.

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AMENDMENT OF SYLLABI/RULES |9%2-FYy

Students concerned were exempted from appearing at the papers
“Everyday Science’’ and “General Education” in B.A. Part I Examina-
tion in 1973 in view of the new orientation of the courses.

Henceforth not more than 15% of the total sanctioned strength
of any department shall be allowed to change to other departments,
if vacancy exists. The vacancy will be filled up strictly on merit from

among the applicants on the basis of the results of the First Engineering
Part I Examination provided—

(a) there are common courses in the First Engineering Part I
Examination

(b) they pass in regular examination and not in Supplementary
Examination of First Engineering Part I. |

Henceforth the Dean, Faculty of Arts, in consultation with the Head
of the Department of Bengali and English will scrutinise all applications
from the students in connection with the option of Bengali or Alterna-

tive English keeping in view of the opinion of the Academic Council,
above.

Some key amendments of concerned rules ran as follows : —

1. The employees shall be paid the actual fare and an incidental
allowance at the rate of one day’s daily allowance each way in addition
to the daily allowance permissible under the Rules.

2. For journeys by Railway, an incidental allowance equal to half

the fare of the class in which he is entitled to travel shall be paid to an
employee each way.

(a) The Dean of Students shall be appointed by the University
preferab

ly for amongst the teaching staff and from a panel of names

drawn up by the Vice-Chancellor for this purpose, for a period of
three years.

3(b) An incumbent may be re-appointed to this post.

3(c) In addition to his usual salary and allowances in the scale of ‘
his substantive appointment he shall be paid the same allowance per |

month as is given to a Dean of a Faculty.

(ERIONS)

4. If an employee dies after retirement while enjoying pension
and before attaining the age of 70, his window shall be entitled to the
pension that would have been payable to him upto the date when he
would have attained the age of 70.

5. Promotion to the post of Chief Store-keeper and Deputy
Chief Store-keeper will be according to the Promotion Rules as an
when vacancy arises, but shall be restricted to Store-Keepers only.

6. The post of Personal Assistant will be filled up from amongst
the Senior Stenographers in accordance with the Promotion Rules.

7. A head of a department was authorised to sanction.sul.)ject
to a maximum of Rs. 1,000/- at a time in accor.dance with t.he principles
regarding invitation of tenders and quotations prescribed by the
University by resolutions from time to time.

8. A person who has obtained Master’s degree from another
University or other Institutions recognised by this University or such
other degree as may be cousidered sufficient for this purpose by the
University will also be eligible for registration for Ph.D. Degree
provided, however that such person shall carry on research work at
this University for two years. The period, however, may be reduced
by oné year in exceptional cases by the Doctorate Committee.

9. Promotion for any member of the staff to any higher Poft
would take effect from the date of the meeting of the University 10
which promotion is approved by the University or from any other date
as may be specifically mentioned by the University.

10. If any member of the staff during the period of his leavehlS
promoted to any higher post his promotion will take effect from the
date of his joining the duties at the expiry of his leave.

11. Appointment of ' any external candidate approved by the
Unive.rsity would take effect from the date of joining.

12. Appointment letter to any person whether on promotioﬂt;’;
ew appointment would generally be issued after the minutes Of
geeting of the University has been confirmed at a subsequent meeting.

13. Plumbers in the employ of the University shall be considered
persofls in essential service.
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Equivalence of Examination

Degrees and examinations of Ravisankar University have been
recognised by the University on reciprocal basis.
