The University Council as provided for by the Ordinance was consti-

tuted and later on Academic Board and other bodies were also constituted.

The Jadavpur University Act. 1981, replacing the Act. of 1955 was enacted

in 1981. Another enactment of the State Legislature that affected the

administration of this as well as the other State Universities during this

period was the Control of Expenditure Act. of 1976. Prof. M. M.

Chakrabarty who assumed the office of Vice-Chancellor from 21. 11. 79

under the Ordinance continues to be the Vice-Chancellor under the Act.

of 1981.

The period from 1974-75 to 1981-82 was marked by a growing opti-
mism in all spheres of academic activities of_J_adavpur University. The
University Grants Commission reached a decision that while considering
sanction of grants this University would be treated as a Grade 1 Univer-
sity in consideration of its academic programmes and their standards.
The Departments of Geological Sciences and Philosophy had come to
enjoy the pervileged status of Special Assistances from the University
Grants Commission in 1980 (2nd phase) and 1977 respectively. In
1983, the Commission selected four more departments to enjoy that
status and they are the Departments of Mathematics for Applied Mathema-
tics, Chemistry, Electrical Engineering and Production Engineering.
The Visiting Committee of the Commission came to the University in
1983 for assessing the needs for strengthening the existing facilities and

their reports are awaited.

Of these Departments, that of Production Engineering is very new,
it having been constituted only in 1980. Prior to that, those teachers
who represent the Department now, all belonged to the Department of
Mechanical Engineering. The 4-year Bachelor of Production Engineering
was started two years earlier in 1978 with 20 students and the Ist batch

graduated in 1982.

The 4-year Bachelor course in Computer Science and Engineering
was institufed in the Department of Electronics and Tele-Communica-
tion Engineering in 1981-82 and 30 students were admitted. The Regional

The department of Geological Sciences had been selected in 1977-78
!"or running for three years the “College Science Improvement programme’
in Geology fpr north and eastern India and this was renewed for three
more years in 1981. The Department has run programmes for the
benefit of teachers of 54 colleges so far. A Committee came (o review
the work and it is expected that the programme will be continued in the
Department for another term of three years.

A centre for Continuing Education was set up in 1977 and it ran
many courses. In consideration of the quality of the programme, the
University Grants Commission in December, 1982 sanctioned larger
financial assistance under the scheme of Adult and Continuing Education
and Extension Centre with the major thurst areas in technical training
programmes for weaker sections, rural sanitation and health care and
technology for rural development. The programmes are under process
under the supervision of a Director.

Many important seminers were held in the past few years. Two
all-India academic bodies had their annual sessions on the campus at
the invitation of the University—one was the session of the Indian History
Congress held in December, 1974 and other the session of the Science
Congress held in February, 1980. The first ever degree courses in Chemi-
cal Engineering in this country was in this campus in 1922 and the Depart-
ment of Chemical Engineering organised a 3-day international seminar
in December, 1982 on Chemical Engineering Education, Research and
Training in Developing Country as a part of their Diamond Jubilee
celebration. The department of Philosophy also held a similar 3-day
international seminar in January, 1983. The first National Convention
of the Indian National Comparative Literature Association was held at
the Department of Comparative Literature in January, 1983. Professor
Jayant Vishnu Narlikar delivered the Gopal Chandra Sen Memorial
Lecture in July 1982 and the topic chosen by him was “Inertia and

Cosmology™.

Prof. A. N. Bose was appointed as Vice-Chancellor for the 2nd
term for four years from 29th November 1975 and he continued upto
20. 11. 79 and Prof. M. M. Chakrabarty assumed the office of Vice-
Chancellor from 21. 11. 79. Prof. Ramaranjan Mukherjee of the Depart-
ment of Sanskrit had been appointed Vice-Chancellor of the University
of Burdwan and he continued to hold the office for subsequent terms.
