The students of the three Faculties of the University were

permitted to write answer-scripts on General Education in English
or Bengali with effect from the session 1969-70.

The subject “W/s Processes and Metrology Laboratory” was

Minor changes in the programme of studies for Master of
Mechanical Engineering Course were made : “Instead of ‘subjects
from subsidiary field’ it be read as ‘subjects preferably from subsidiary

field” 7.

The Master of Pharmacy Final year students of the session
1968-69 were exempted from taking the two elective papers included in
the revised syllabus.

Certain change was brought about in
Chemistry special for M. Sc. Final examination.

syllabus in Physical
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The syllabus for the B. Ed. Course of the National Council
of Education, Bengal was approved, the medium of instruction and
examination for the said course being both English and Bengali.

The book “Troilus and Creceyde” ( Chaucer ) not being
available in the market was substituted by the “The Knights’ Tale”
for students appearing in M. A. examination in English in 1970.

The present syllabus “History of Indian Freedom Movement”
was to continue for the year 1971 for the B. A. Part I examination.

It was decided that “the system of Semester/Annual Exami-
nation for the sessional work for the students in the Faculty of
Engineering be abolished ; and that no students be allowd to sit
for the Semester/Annual Examinations unless he satisfactorily com-
pletes the sessional work”, and further in view of the said reso-
lution “abolition of the Semester/Annual examination®’ of such subjects
as were specified by the University was “approved with effect
from the session 1969-70 provided, however, that sessional work of
these subjects will continue as usual’.

Certain changes in the syllabi for the under-graduate course
in Political Science and Post-graduate Course in International Relations
were adopted w. e. f, 1969-70.

Amendments to the syllabi for the department of Economics
were made.

“Gora” and “Chaturanga” were incorporated in Paper VI and
“Ghare-Baire” and “Yogayog” in Paper VII1 of the P. G. Course in
Bengali.

“Applied Electronics” and “Engineering Economics ha‘d been
kept as optional subjects for Civil Engineering fifth year students. instead
of making them compulsory as per new programme of studies to be
implemented from the next academic session for th'e flrjt time.

“Professional Practice and Valuation (P'ra'lctlcal)‘ was dt;fz‘ared to
be treated as a sessional subject for the Cw'lldEngm:/Z?I?gd i 'th Vear
class, carrying 100 as full marks and four I;farlft) s per uring the
second semester were allotted to the same subject.

One Tutorial class per week each f.or the “Mathematicg and
«Physics”” was prescribed instead of two tutorial classes per week for each
of the same connectefl wit.h the syllabus for the 1st year class of S-year
degree course in Engineering.

The change such as ‘“that the subject and subject ‘General
Education’ be taken out from the course of studies and subjects of

exminations for the studeuts in the second year class of B, Tech in
Food Technology & Bio-Chemical Engineering* was made to take effect
from the session 1969-70,

Rules connected with the Home Science examinations were
modified as follows :

“(i) There need not be any examination in English in the Home
Science Certificate Course but the obtaining of pass marks in the
sessional be made essential for eligibility to appear at the examination.

(ii) The candidatcs ( Teachers’ Training Course ) be required
to pass in each theoretical and practical paper Separately in order to
be declared successful.

(iii) Six theoretical and five practical papers of the Home Science
Final examination be serially numbered and a candidate be required
to pass separately in each paper, theoretical and practical, for obtaining
the degree.

(iv) In the B. Sc. (Home Science) Final examination ‘Textiles and
Clothings’ Practical examination be made of six hours’ duration instead
of five hours as at present and be split up in two parts as Part I
Textiles and Part II Clothings cach of three hours’ duration’,

Rules with regard to age restriction for admission of candidates to
the Degree course in the University with effect from 1970-71 session
were modified.

Doctorate Rules were modified making provision for Joint
Supervisor in the event of certain special circumstances. \

Rules and syllabus for the M. Litt. Course in English were
adopted

Honours in Chemistry was set as minimum academic qualification
for becoming eligible for admission to the under-graduate course in
Food Technology and Bio-Chemical Engineering with effect from
the session 1970-71 and the relevant admission rules were amended
accordingly.

Resolution for relaxation of the prescribed minimum period of
service for the purpose of granting gratuity so that such members of
the staff in the Faculties of Arts and Science as were appointed after
the establishment of the University but before the year 1960 and
who would be retiring, ajter attaining the age of Superannuation,
before the end of 1972 in order to enable them to be eligible for the
grant of gratuity, was adopted by the University.

The resolution No. 29 (i) dated 25.5.68 of the University was
modified so that “Whenever any part-time appointment is to be made
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for a period of more than six months, such appointment in all depart-
ments be made on the recommendation of the Appointment Board”.

Resolution was adopted in order to amend the Doctorate Rules
173 and 175.

Amendment was adopted to be made to the rule of eligibility
for admission to the Degree Course in foreign languages by abolishing
the requirement for a candidate to have some knowledge of the
language prior to admission.

Resolutlon in order to amend the University Rule 159 regarding
examination was adopted.

The following principle was adopted and incorporated in the
Admission Rules :

“that in the event of any candidate who has graduated in a
field which is not under the purview of the Faculty of Arts applying
for admission to Post-graduate Course in Arts, such application shall
be initially referred to the department for opinion and if the department
concerned agrees to entertain such candidature the candidate
should be required to appear at a written test of one paper carrying
100 marks, as may be specified by the department™.
