(b) Briefly enumerate the various ways in which traditional
narratives may be modified for later audiences / readers,
using the texts you have read for this course to illustrate
your answer.
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2. (a) Though Caryapadas  were primarily intended to
communicate secret messages of esoteric religious
practices to an exclusive group of initiates, can they also
be read as literary texts with their own intrinsic value?
Discuss with textual references.

Or,

(b) Comment on the evolution of poetic language and
Krishna-bhakti in pre-Chaitanya Bengal. Base your
answer on a discussion of the poems by Vidyapati, Badu
Chandidasa and Chandidasa you have read.

3. (a) Do you think that Rabindranath’s Syama , not
withstanding its Buddhist origin, moves beyond its
religious contexts to address various shades of human
relationships? Explain your position with textual examples.

(b) Would you consider that the idea of ‘forgiveness’ in

Rabindranath’s Syama  goes beyond the moral
imperativeness of a religious practice? Give textual
references to substantiate your opinion.
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
