3) Report on the conditions of the Lower classes of population in
Bengal, Calcutta, 1888.

To The Commissioner of Bhagalpur Divisionand S. P The Paharias were
a hunting people and used to enjoy the jungles of the plains aroud their
hills. The Govt. long tried to get them to clear and cultivate the plains, but
failing let in the Sonthals, who deared and occupied the plains.

The chief bar of in the way of improvement of the ryots in this district is
the money lender. To meet the money lender the usury clause of
Regulation iii of 1872 was introduced. this is not the place to discuss the
clause. The evil can not be met by legislation, but by administrative
action, Unless Govt. is willing to become mahajana of the ryots, which |
do not look upon as a proper function of the Govt, mahajanas must
continue to be, because the ryots can not do without them.

The Sonthals are comparative newcomers, dating from the end of the
eighteenth or the beginning of the nineteenth century. The oldest
aborigines of the district are the Paharias, divided into two branches, the
Sauria Maler or northern moun- taineers and the Mal Paharias or southern
mountaineers. The census of 1901 has left their enumeration in a state of
hopeless confusion. It has shown 47,066 Maler, 25,628 Mal Paharia and
6,426 Naiya or Maulik, who are akin to, and may be reckoned with, the
Mal Paharia. | have elsewhere (vide the Selections), guided by previous
census figures and information derivable from the present settlement
records, endeavoured to make an approximate estimate of the true
numbers of the Paharia population. This has resulted in an estimate of
68,000 for Sauria Maler and 63,000 for Mal Paharia. The northern half of
the Damin-i-koh hills is the home of the former, and there is a slight
overflow east and west of the hills in the adjoining zamindari areas of
Godda and Rajmahal. The Mal Paharias are resident in the southern hills
of the Damin-i- koh, in the Ramgarh hills, which lie south of that estate
and in the scattered hilly tracts of the western subdivisions, where they
are commonly known as Naiyas, Pujahars and Mauliks. By my estimate,
the combined Paharia tribes account for nearly seven per cent. of the total
population.

About 8 at night before the
moon had risen all the prisoners with the exception of 6 rose in one body
and scattering in different directions made in the jungles which aroune all
sides...The Sowars hearing the disturbances at once hastened to the spot
and foppowed the fugitives but the broken natureofthe ground and the
darkness prevented any great success attributing their labours.

10" may, 1861 nos. 12,13A.

a) Demi Official from Mr. Plowden dated Doomka the 7th May,

1861.

It appears that, sthough the people have complained in large bodies to the
Assistant Commissioner, no petition alleging specific grievances has been
presented. The Assistant Commissioner in- formed them that the Farmer
had a right to measure and to raise the rates within certain limits, and that
he could not interfere except upon petition or suit in specific cases. No
petition or suit has been lodged in any case, and so the matter has drifted
on since the beginning of March last, when the first assembly of the
people took place. On that occasion, Mr. Tayler, the Assistant
Commissioner, explained to them at Nony Hat that such riotous assembly
(as he called it) was not allowable; and they replied that they had only
met to take counsel on the subject of the Measurement and enhanced
Rents. | think this was probably true, and that all subsequent assemblies
have taken place, as declared, either for the same purpose or as hunting
parties, though no doubt a few evil-minded persons, not themselves
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effected by the proceedings of the Farmers, have taken advantage of the
occasion to give bad advice and fomant discord, but not to the extent of
an insurrectionary movement. We know pretty well who the evil
counselors are. The Chief is one Soondor, a notorious bad character. He
was a leader in the late insurrection, and once had a rope round his neck,
under General Lloyd's orders, to be hanged, but managed to make his
escape. Two years after the insurrection he returned to his home here, and
was tried for his life by the present Assistant Commissioner, but was
released for want of evidence. It appears that one Doorga, a Naik in the
4th Battalion of the Military Police, Kishnaghur, came to Nony Hat, on a
short leave, early in March last, when the Assistant Commissioner was
there. The people concerned with him on the subject of the enhanced
Rents, and he took seven men with him, of whom Soondor was one, to
Kishnaghur, where they heard and saw what going on among the Ryots
there. From Kishnaghur the seven proceeded, via Barasat to Calcutta, and
returned to Doomka at the end of March or beginning of April. In passing
through to their homes they came to the Assistant Commissioner who
asked them what they had seen in Calcutta, to which they replied that
they had seen the Supreme Court, the Chota Adawlut, Alipur and the
Lieutenant Governor. Being asked what the Lieutenant-Gover- nor had
said to them, they answered that he had spoken very kindly and fairly to
them. It has since transpired that Soondor goes about on a horse, which
he says was presented to him by the Lieutenant- Governor, and that he
gives out that the Lieutenant-Governor had told them that the rates could
not be raised more than 4 annas or so in the Rupee, that is 25 percent.

Whatever the Thakoor declares comes down from the firmament, and the
discourse of Kanoo Manjee and Sidoo Manjee is the Thakora, He says
"Let all the poor people fight". Kanoo Manjee and Sidoo Manjee are not
to fight. The Thakoor himself will fight. You all come near the Thakoor
and fight. He who will be sent to the Thakoor by Ganga Mage will rain
down fire, Whoever will agree to stay will the favour of the Thakoor you
oross the Ganges. So you will obtain incarnation. The Thakoor has
ordained the rent at 1 Anna per bullock and at 2 Annas per buffalo. The
compassion of religion and investigation of religion will commence. He
that will act treacherously (be dhurm) will not be able to stay on earth.
The Mahajuns have committed heinous crimes (pap) and all have acted
unjustly. The Amlahs now made the whole rules and regulation bad and
this is sin to the Sahibs. The Sahib who takes the duties of a Magistrate,
he Maib Sazawal is the person who holds investigation, and extorts sixty
or eighty rupees by force. This is a sin of the Sahibe. And it is from this
that the Thakoor has commanded me that the land does not belong to the
Sahibe. a Perwannah. If you do not obey these commands, you must reply
to this by He that will agree to this must send his Perwannah dated the
10th Sawreo 1262.

9) Extract from Sir George Yule’s Report on the Sonthal Parganas,
for 1858.

In former Reports | have described the Sontal Districts at so much length
that | need say little now. A wonderful change has come over the people
ever since last year. They all, and the Sontals in particular, have become
so fat and sleek, and they have entirely lost the look, either sulky or
anxious, which most of them at first had. Their com- plaints too now are
individual, not general. Two deputa- tions of Sontal Manjees-one from
Khurruckpore, the other from Chukye, both in Monghyr-came to us at
Deoghur to complain of the exactions and oppressions they suffered at
the hands of the Mahajuns and Zemindars. | had enquired into their
complaints while passing through Khurruckpore, when the Manjees were
all absent, having gone to consult Mr. Robinson, whose name is great in
Sontaldom. The complaints resolved themselves into two general
subjects. The Sontals had pottahs for short periods only; they had settled
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in the jungles at low rents at first; these had been gradually increased, and
were about to be increased still more. The Sontals wished to revert to the
first jumma, or if that could not be done, then they hoped Government
would take all their villages into its own hands and retain the present
rents without further increase. | could not give them any hope of
compliance with either of their requests. The Zemindars had the right, by
law, under the circumstances, to increase their rents, and were doing no
ryots of neighbouring Zemindars letting out the secret openly or quietly
to the Hakim.
