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Review the role of ‘scientific management’ in shaping
the production process and the status of the labour in
the giant firm. Has Taylorism been outmoded by the
emergence of a neoliberal order ? 12+3

OR
What do you understand by ‘foreign aid’ ? How did

the USA use it as a weapon to exercise its dominance
over the countries of the world ?

GROUP-B

Focus on the period from the 1970s to the early 1990s
to identify the developments that have fundamentally
transformed the world of media. Give reasons for your
answer.

OR
What 1s the Green Revolution ? How did it affect the
Indian economy and society ? 15

Bring out the role of the culture-ideology of consumerism
in sustaining the so-called Washington Consensus,
spearheaded by the transnational capitalist class.

Write an analytical essay on the Civil Rights Movement
of the Afro-Americans in the USA.
