How
was the Indian nation imagined in the private
domain ?

Critically examine the salient features of the socio-
religious and economic thoughts of Rammohan Roy.
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How did aesthetics become politics in the discussions
and debates on literature among the Bengali Marxists
in late-colonial and early-Independence period ?
