GROUP - A

1. In what ways did telegraphy both exemplify and deepen
capitalist concentration ? Discuss with special reference
to capitalist business organization and capitalist time-
space.

OR

What, according to Lenin, are the distinctive features of
imperialism ? What, in your opinion, are the factors that
give imperialism real staying power ?

2. Did the rise of eugenics in the United States have
anything to do with the way in which advancing capitalism
bred an apprehension about ‘race to the bottom’ among
the ‘white’ population ? Give reasons for your answer.
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OR

Critically examine the process whereby the US emerged
as an imperialist power.

Critically review the transformation of the developmental
agenda of the World Bank, initiated in tandem with the
so-called Washington Consensus.

OR

What do you understand by ‘globalization’ ? Explain its
economic and political implications with concrete
examples.

GROUP -B

Has there been a ‘qualitative transformation in the level of
human destructiveness’ towards the environment in the
post-Second-World-War period ? How exactly has ‘science
as capitalist property’ been responsible for this ? 15
OR

Explain Marx’s concept of the ‘metabolic rift. How did
Marx and Engels, as also later Marxist writers, develop
this concept in their writings on ecology ?

Critically assess the nature of resistance to neoliberal
globalization inhering in any one of the following :
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(a) Food sovereignty movement/Chicano cultural
resistance.
(b) Globalization of resistance as witnessed during the
‘battle in Seattle’.
OR
What do you understand by Post modernism ? How do
the Marxists respond to it ?

In what ways has the Wal-Mart set the template for
twenty-first-century capitalism ?

OR
What is ‘Green Revolution’? How do corporate agri-
chemical industries associated with it affect Indian
agriculture and society ?
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
