1. Analyze the history of British annexation of Burma with
reference to the historiography of British imperialism,
colonization and global economy in the 19th century.

2. Examine the nature of changes brought by the British in
“land system’ and local administration in Burma. Assess
the impact of these changes vis-a-vis the precolonial set

up.
OR

How far did the entry of Burma into world economy
between 1870s and 1940s benefit the Burmese people ?

Critically analyze the anti-British resistance movements
in Burma from the 1850s to 1900s. How do these relate
to the peasant movements of the early decades of the
twentieth century ?

OR

Review the course of nationalist movement in Burma from
1906 to 1939 with special reference to the Dobama
movement.

GROUP -B

Critically review the process of formation of modern
Malaya union under the British. Considering the diversity
of the constituent units, what historical factors would you
consider to have been the major forging freatures of this
union/federation ?

Assess the nature and extent of changes brought about
in the Malay society in the wake of economic
developments from 1870s to 1940s with special reference
to rise and spread of professional classes and urbanity.

Analyze the role of British rule in creating an ethnic divide
in Malaya. How has this impacted Malaysia’s post-
independence economic policies and the question of
citizenship ?
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
